They respond to the requests
from the notification center and
mark any underground power lines,
cables or conduits, and lighting
cables in red.

This will eliminate digging
equipment from hitting or cutting
off power, water, phone, cable or gas
lines. Accidental contact with any
of these lines can result in serious
injury.

The Utility Notification Center
is dedicated to safeguarding citizens
and construction personnel who
work around utilities, as well as
safeguarding the underground
infrastructure of your community.

Calling before beginning any
excavation prevents damage to
underground facilities, service
interruptions and bodily injury.

The center is open 24 hours a
day. When calling, be prepared to
give the following information: your
phone number, type of work you
will be doing, start date, county,
city, job location, nearest cross street
and special marking instructions if
required. W
