PUD also has a 13 percent share of the White Creek Wind I 
Farm in Roosevelt, and 50 percent ownership of the McNary 
Hydroelectric Fishway Project in conjunction with Northern 
Wasco PUD. 

Approximately 10,100 residential, 1,885 commercial, and two 
large industrial customers make up our customer base. 

Our service territory includes 1,334 miles of overhead, 293 
miles of underground distribution line, 203 miles of transmis-
sion line and ownership of 23 substations. Also included in 
our business portfolio are 10 water and six wastewater systems 
throughout the county, owned and/or operated by Klickitat 
PUD.
