Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards

We issued an unmodified opinion on the fair presentation of the Schedule of Expenditures of
Federal Awards.

We did not audit the financial statements of the Public Utility District No. 1 of Klickitat County.
Those financial statements were audited by other auditors, in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in the United States of America and standards applicable to financial audits
contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller of the United States, and
in their report thereon, dated August 30, 2016, they expressed an unmodified opinion on those
financial statements.

Internal Control over Financial Reporting:

A material weakness is a deficiency, or a
combination of deficiencies, in internal control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a
material misstatement of the District's Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards will not be
prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis. A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or
a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a material weakness, yet
important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph
of this section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be
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material weaknesses or significant deficiencies. Given these limitations, during our audit we did
not identify any deficiencies in internal control that we consider to be material weaknesses.
However, material weaknesses may exist that have not been identified.

COMPLIANCE AND OTHER MATTERS

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the District’s Schedule of Expenditures
of Federal Awards is free from material misstatement, we performed tests of the District’s
compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grant agreements,
noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the determination of
Schedule amounts. However, providing an opinion on compliance with those provisions was not
an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not express such an opinion.

The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required
to be reported under Government Auditing Standards.

NOTES TO SCHEDULE OF EXPENDITURES OF FEDERAL AWARDS

For the Year Ended December 31, 2015

Note 1 - Basis of Accounting
This schedule is prepared on the same basis of accounting as the financial statements of Public Utility District No. 1 of Klickitat
County. Public Utility District No. 1 of Klickitat County uses generally accepted accounting principles.

Note 2 — Program Costs

The amounts shown as current year expenditures represent only the federal grant portion of the program costs. Entire program
costs, including PUD No. 1 of Klickitat County’s portion, are more than shown. Such expenditures are recognized following, as
applicable, either the cost principles in the OMB Circular A-87, Cost Principles for State, Local, and Indian Tribal Governments, or
the cost principles contained in Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost
Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, wherein certain types of expenditures are not allowable or are limited as
to reimbursement.

Note 3 - Federal Loans

PUD No. 1 of Klickitat County was approved by the USDA Rural Utilities Service to receive a loan totaling $200,000 to build a
water facility. The amount listed for this loan includes the proceeds used during the year and the outstanding loan balance from
prior years.

Both the current and prior year loans are also reported on the PUD No. 1 of Klickitat County’s Schedule of Liabilities.
Note 4 - Indirect Cost Rate

The amount expended does not include any claims for an indirect cost recovery. PUD No. 1 of Klickitat County has not elected to
use the 10-percent de minimis indirect cost rate allowed under the Uniform Guidance.
