3. WPUDA Legislative Update - The most recent WPUDA bill list is attached. No 

surprises there. The largest issue for you all to note is the passing of Resolution 8402, 
forwarded by Commissioner Miller last week. This bill extends proclamations, including 
the moratorium on disconnects and late fees, until the emergency related to COVID- 19 is 
over. It passed both the House and Senate. There is now no end date for these two 
proclamations. 
 
I also wanted to make you aware that I testified in the Agriculture, Water, and Natural 
Resources & Parks committee regarding the DNR Wildfire Mitigation report delivered to 
the legislature. I also testified on a new bill, SB 5158, regarding DNR Wildfire 
Mitigation, also in the same committee. The intent of the bill is to extend the current task
